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The Law Centres Federation today condemned the proposed grant cut to Hammersmith and Fulham Law Centre.

The Law Centre were advised on Monday this week that the Hammersmith and Fulham Council are proposing to cut the grant paid to them by the Council by over 60%. The grant funds services to local people in housing, employment and immigration law. It also supports specialist advice services to community organisations in the borough to support their work. A final decision will be taken by the Council’s Cabinet at a meeting on 16th April.

“The Law Centre has been given no reason as to why they have been singled out for this large cut. A cut of £160,000 will leave a massive hole in their finances and threaten the financial viability of the Centre,” said Steve Hynes, LCF Director today.

“I would urge the Council to think again. Hammersmith and Fulham Law Centre for 27 years has been a flagship Centre providing an outstanding service. Over the last year alone it represented clients in a number ground breaking cases, as well as providing advice and representation to thousands of people in Hammersmith and Fulham. Such a service is irreplaceable,” said Hynes.

The Law Centres Federation is urging people to write to the Leader of the Council at the Town Hall, King Street, Hammersmith to protest about the proposed cut. A delegation from the law Centre will also meet the Council on 16th.
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
